The bus will then
take us to the parade start and when we get done
with the Olympia Parade, the bus will take us back
to the Olympia Red Lion where we will get into our
comfys and sit on the grassy banks of the Red Lion
Hotel overlooking the lake and enjoy a sumptuous
feast of seafood or burgers.
