1. All exhibits must be the original work of the entrant and available for sale.

2. Works must be on durable material, correctly and securely mounted, framed and wired for hanging.

3. An entry fee of $6.00 for each work will be charged, plus depot collection fee if applicable to be
forwarded with the entry form. No receipts will be forwarded unless requested. Maximum of 10 exhibits
per artist.

4. The Rotary Club of Kerang will arrange for, and the exhibitor will permit, the publication and sale to the
public of a catalogue containing all entries accepted, and the names and particulars of the exhibitors. The
Rotary Club of Kerang does not accept the responsibility for any error, omission or any other defect in the
production of such catalogue. The proceeds of such catalogue shall belong exclusively to the Rotary Club of
Kerang.

5. The Rotary Club of Kerang will retain 20% of the sale price of any exhibit sold at, or as the result of, the
Exhibition which the Rotary Club of Kerang shall apply for defraying the expenses of the Exhibition and for
charitable purposes.

6. The exhibitor shall permit his/her exhibits to remain on display for the duration of the Exhibition, Friday
15th April to Sunday 17th April 2022 until 4.30pm from which time works may be collected accompanied
by a Rotarian.

7. Individual freight charges, both forward and return, must be paid for by the Exhibitor. The committee will
return any uncollected works at the Exhibitor’s expense.

8. Acceptance of entries and display of exhibits at the Exhibition shall be at the sole discretion of the Rotary
Club of Kerang, which reserves the right to refuse any entry or refuse to display any exhibit.

9. The Exhibitor shall permit the photographing of his/her exhibit/s and the publication of such photographs in
any newspaper or any other publication.

10. All EXHIBITS MUST BE DELIVERED TO OUR COLLECTION CENTRES IN A SUITABLE
CONDITION, MUST BE PACKED IN AN ARTIST’S FELT BAG OR EQUIVALENT AND BE WELL
IDENTIFIED ON THE OUTSIDE OF THE PACKAGING.

ENTRIES NOT SUITABLY PACKAGED WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED AT DEPOTS.

11. Any damage to or loss of any exhibit howsoever and wherever occurring, and whether whilst in transit, on
display, in storage of otherwise shall be the sole responsibility of the Exhibitor. The Rotary Club of Kerang will
take every care of exhibits and security of said exhibits, but does not accept responsibility for any such damage
or loss, and advises all Exhibitors to personally insure exhibits against any such damage or loss.

12. The Rotary Club of Kerang reserves the right at its sole discretion to, at any time, and without prior notice to
the Exhibitors, amend, alter or vary the conditions of entry, or to otherwise act as it sees fit for the purpose and
orderly conduct of the Exhibition.
