Each participant also received a
financial award of $100 for first, $50 for second and $25 for third place, made possible by a generous
donation from Rotary District 7090 Governor and Fonthill Rotarian Frank Adamson.

The winning posters will be used by Rotary District 7090 to promote the cleanup across ‘Best of Friends’
district, including Clubs in Western New York and Southern Ontario.

Youth were also encouraged to participate in the Pelham Art Festival’s Youth “Our Planet, Our Future” art
competition. The Pelham Art Festival will showcase all art work from May 1st to May 15th in a free on-
line forum.
