Membership
To apply for membership of our Club you must complete a Membership Proposal Form. Please read Part B of this form that sets out the criteria for membership. 
All members pay annual Rotary fees. These fees change every year and the Club Treasurer will advise the fee at time of membership approval. This Rotary year (2015-16) fees are AU$250. You will receive your first invoice for payment (pro-rata) of your fees not long after you are inducted. 
Members of our Club automatically become social members of The Surf Club Burleigh Heads.

Joining procedure 
1. We suggest you visit at least two of our breakfast meetings to get an understanding of how we operate, meet as many Club members as possible and to learn a little about the work we do and about Rotary.
2. When you decide Burleigh Heads Rotary is the Club for you, request a Membership Proposal Form from the Club’s Membership Chair. You then complete it along with the signature of your proposer (an existing Club member) and return the form to the Membership Chair who will check the that all the necessary information is there.
3. Your Proposal will go to the next Club Board meeting (first Wednesday of the month) for consideration.
4. If endorsed by the Board, your request to join our Club is circulated among all Club members.
5. Once your membership is endorsed by Club members, you will be advised and we will arrange for you to be inducted into the Club as a member. 
6. Induction into our Club follows Rotary’s prescribed format, however this is as informal as we can make it and takes 2–3 minutes. A newly inducted member may want to say a few words as an introduction (1-2 minutes). 
7. New member approval process can take up to 8 weeks from date of application.

General information 
Breakfast: we charge $18 for breakfast and there is a choice of four breakfasts: Aussie, vegetarian, muesli and pancakes. Members can opt not to have breakfast and pay $5, while children pay $5. Of the $18, $5.50 goes towards paying for the breakfast of guest speakers, prospective members (two free breakfasts) and Rotary dignitaries. Members can purchase a breakfast card: $180 for ten breakfasts or $50 to attend and not have breakfast.
Meetings: our Club tries to be as informal as possible, however we do still follow some Rotary traditions such as reciting the Rotary grace at the beginning of our meeting, singing the National Anthem at the end, and fines sessions (fun/lighthearted, with donations for those fined) Our Service Directors report on what’s happened in their area at most meetings. We also schedule meetings to be specifically for Rotary/Club business.
Guest speakers: we invite guest speakers on a regular basis (perhaps three per month) to speak on themes we think will be of interest to our members. It’s human nature for not all members to agree with the philosophies or views expressed by all guest speakers and we expect members to be respectful of, and tolerant towards, all speakers. Members will know in advance who speakers are from the Burleigh Breaker and on our website: www.BurleighHeadsRotary.com.au.
Communications: all communications outside meetings are by email wherever possible or telephone if the matter warrants. We email a weekly newsletter (Burleigh Breaker) to all members and encourage members to source information from our website, our district website (http://rotary9640.org) and the www.rotary.org website. Our Club also has active Facebook and Instagram pages.
Dress code: we don’t have a prescribed dress code, however, most men wear a casual shirt/polo shirt and shorts while women wear smart casual wear. Ties are rarely worn. Some members go directly to work after our meeting and so wear corporate attire. We expect men to wear a shirt…no bare chests. Club shirts are optional and may be purchased.
Children: we understand that members have family commitments and may, from time to time, bring their children to meetings. We expect children to be well behaved, quiet, not interfere with meeting proceedings and amuse themselves during meetings. They must also be under the direct control of their parent/guardian. In return, we expect members, guests and guest speakers to be mindful of what they say and do, knowing that children are present.

· first: donations for The Rotary Foundation 
· second: fines session with funds going to our Club to 
continue its work. 
Blue Cards: some Club activities involve coming into contact with children and we encourage members to acquire a Blue Card (working with children).
